Technology High School Admission Criteria
1. All application materials must be complete and received at the Technology High School office by February 9, 2010. 

2. Siblings of current students whose application materials are complete and received at the Technology High School office by February 9, 2010 and who meet the criteria described below will receive priority admission. (Administrative Regulation 5116.1).

3. Twenty percent of the 9th grade enrollment will be reserved for students from outside of the Cotati-Rohnert Park Unified School District (CRPUSD).  Students who live outside the CRPUSD boundaries must meet all criteria described in this document. If more than the allotted number of applications is received, a blind lottery will be held to determine admission for the out-of-district seats for the 2010-11 school year. Applicants not selected will be placed on a waiting list.

4. If the number of applications for community seats received exceeds the class capacity, a blind lottery will be held to determine admission for the 2010-11 school year. Applicants not selected will be placed on a waiting list. (Administrative Regulation 5116.1)
