Located on the Sonoma State University campus, Technology High School is a public high school in the Cotati-Rohnert Park Unified School District. Tech High is a 2009 California Distinguished School and U.S. News & World Report America’s Best High Schools Program bronze medal winner. Tech High offers a challenging, comprehensive, college-prep high school curriculum highlighting science, math, and engineering curriculum.  Project-based learning and use of technology are key instructional strategies integrated into the curriculum. As a small learning community, Tech High focuses on developing strong relationships between staff, students, and parents. This makes it possible to offer personalized, hands-on, individual assistance and support to our students. When students apply to Tech High, they are choosing to enroll in an alternative educational setting and committing to high personal and academic expectations. Due to the rigorous Technology High School curriculum, students are required to successfully complete Algebra 1 prior to enrolling in Technology High School. 
While attending Technology High School, upper division students are encouraged to enroll in courses at Sonoma State University and/or Santa Rosa Junior College. This bridge to college assists our students in preparing for their post-high school experience. Upon successful completion of the Technology High School college preparatory courses, students will have met or exceeded the basic entrance requirements for the University of California (UC) and California State University (CSU) systems. Technology High School students have been accepted to major universities throughout the country, including Harvard University, Stanford University, Brandeis University, Brown University, Yale University, and all UC and CSU campuses. Graduates have also successfully attended Santa Rosa Junior College.

-All applications must be complete and received in the Technology High School office by February 7, 2011.
- Due to the rigorous Technology High School curriculum, students are required to successfully complete Algebra 1 prior to enrolling in Technology High School. 

-Siblings of current Tech High students will receive priority admission and are subject to all application requirements.

-20% of 9th grade enrollment will be reserved for students from outside of the Cotati-Rohnert Park Unified School District. If the number of applications exceeds the allotted number of out-of-district seats available, a lottery will be held to determine admission of out-of-district applicants. Applicants not selected in the lottery will be placed on a waiting list.

-If the number of applications exceeds the allotted number of seats available for Cotati-Rohnert Park students, a lottery will be held to determine admission of in-district applicants. Applicants not selected in the lottery will be placed on a waiting list.

-All applications will be reviewed by the Technology High School principal and counselor in February 2011. In March 2011, applicants will be interviewed and will be asked to take a math diagnostic survey.

1. All application materials must be complete and received at the Technology High School office by February 7, 2011. 

2. Siblings of current students whose application materials are complete and received at the Technology High School office by February 7, 2011 and who meet the criteria described below will receive priority admission. (Administrative Regulation 5116.1)

3. Twenty percent of the 9th grade enrollment will be reserved for students from outside of the Cotati-Rohnert Park Unified School District (CRPUSD).  Students who live outside the CRPUSD boundaries must meet all criteria described in this document. If more than the allotted number of applications is received, a blind lottery will be held to determine admission for the out-of-district seats for the 2011-12 school year. Applicants not selected will be placed on a waiting list.

4. If the number of applications for community seats received exceeds the class capacity, a blind lottery will be held to determine admission for the 2011-12 school year. Applicants not selected will be placed on a waiting list. (Administrative Regulation 5116.1)
